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Subject(s): American History I
Topic or Unit of Study (Title):  Pre-1860 Disunion
Grade Level: High School (10th-11th)
Materials: National Expansion Map, Compromise Scenario Cards, Compromise Notes Sheet, Comparing the North and South, Disunion Powerpoint, blank paper, pen/pencil
Summary (and Rationale):  The students will learn and discuss the events that led to the Civil War, including the Compromise of 1850 and the Kansas Nebraska Act. They will learn the regional boundaries of the United States prior to the war and will discuss the cultures and economies of the North and South. They will understand what led to the Civil War and why it happened.
I. Focus and Review (Establish Prior Knowledge): [10 Minutes] Students will complete a Bell Ringer activity in which they complete a KWL chart on what they know about the coming of the Civil War and what they will like to know. They will complete the what they learned part of the chart at a later date. The teacher will ask for examples of how the students filled out the chart. The chart will be collected at a later date upon full completion.

State the objective: 
1. Using primary and secondary sources, students will be able to analyze events, motivations, conditions and actions leading up to the Civil War.

Assessment: 
1. Informal assessment through discussions related to the personas and the compromises to make sure that students know what is going on in the 1850s. 

2. Completed Compromise Sheet to make sure that students know what is going on in the 1850s and can define the major compromises. 

3. Completed final essay on persona’s opinion of the compromises that took place prior to the war so that students understand how regional differences affect a person’s political beliefs and which regions believed in which political policies.
III. Teacher Input (Present tasks, information and guidance):  [5-10 Minutes] The teacher will begin the lesson by introducing the Powerpoint and passing out the worksheets (National Expansion Map, Compromise Notes Sheet, and Comparing the North and South). The teacher will explain that throughout the presentation, scenarios will be read and discussed. After each scenario they should fill out the Compromise Notes Sheet, noting the person in each scenario’s particular interests and use the Comparing the North and South as a reference to help them develop their answers. The teacher will then present the Disunion Powerpoint.
IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): [25-30 Minutes] The teacher will begin the Powerpoint with the National Expansion Map and ask students to follow directions and answer the questions. The students will continue to use the map as the teacher goes through the powerpoint. The students and teacher will also have several discussions going through the powerpoint. Several discussions (Compromise of 1850, Fugitive Slave Act, & Kansas Nebraska Act) will be discussed through randomly picked scenario cards. 
V. Closure (Plan for maintenance): [15-20 Minutes] The teacher will ask each student to randomly pick a Scenario Card from a box. On a blank piece of paper, the students must identify their state and persona and discuss whether their persona would agree or disagree that the compromises solved the issue of territorial expansion and slavery. Why or why not? The students must provide at least one or two reasons with supportive evidence from the lesson. (At least one full sheet of paper). 
VI. Independent Practice: [Homework (5-10 Minutes)] The students must complete the KWL chart with what they learned in the lesson. The completed chart will be collected as homework the next day.
